It appeared that there were two lots
under Inspection one of which fell short i
at the rate of 80 pounds to the ton and
the other at the rate of 74 pounds to
the ton

The firm representatives stated that
It bad only shipped two tons of this
fer t i l izer Into the State and thus far
out of the two tons had only sold four
bags. It was agreed that all fu ture
sales would be made for exactly the

it contained In the bags. The rea-
son assigned for the short weight was
Uiat the fer t i l izer lost we igh t in drying
out.

The matter WHS set t led by the agree-
ment to make future sales in accordance

NEW YORK STOCK MARKET.

Feature* of the D«y'« Dealing* In All
the Loading Stock*

York, Ma/y 15.-The stock market
responded to a further broad and vigor-
ous demand today, numerous Investment
shares rising one to three points, while
specialties of various descriptions ad-
vanced three to eight points. Wall Street
eemed under the spell of optimism en-

gendered In part by last Saturday's 1m-
preBslve demonet-allon favoring home do-

fence, and there were those who profess-
ed to draw from that occasion inference:
of deep political significance.

For its leaders the market had such
old-time favorites as United States Steel
and Reading, the former scoring an ex-
treme gam of 2J on its advance to (,55
with an overturn of about 125.000 shares.
while "Reading ascended to the new high
record of 924 on Its extreme rise of 1J.

Other prominent stocks included the
motors. Willys-Overland gaining nine at
the new quotation of 274 and Chandler
Motors achieving a like distinction at
!>71, while Maxwell, Studebaker and oen
Motors were four to flve points over last
Saturday's final prices. War stocks
emerged from their decent inactivity,
Baldwin Locomotive, Crucible Steel and
New York Air Brake representing that
group at advances of one to three points.
Mexicans were backward at first on the
conflicting character of the news from
that country, but rallied later.

For a time zinc shares were the only
features of the metal division, but cop-
pers were in fair demand during the aft-
ernoon at moderate advances. United
States Industrial Alcohol was the fore-
most of the miscellaneous Issues, Its to
tal gain of 7J being attended by a revlva
of the old rumor of a "melon cutting."

Shipping stocks were Irregular, Mer-
cantile Marine preferred being under
pressure while United Fruit was in steady
demand at higher quotations.

Inquiry for rails embraced Issues of
high and low degree, the coalers being
especially active with gains of one to
three points for Canadian Central, Chica-
go & fforthwestern, St Paul, and Balti-
more &j Ohio. Rock Island, Iowa Central
and some low priced southwestern rail-
roads Iwere in moderate demand. Final
prices were lower by fractions to a point.
Total sales amounted to 890,000 shares.

Bonds were firm but dealings were fea-
tureless aside from the heavy trading in
Anglo-French Bs. Total sales, par value,
$3,760,000. United States bonds were un-
changed on call.
